TO PROTECT THE FINISH,
PLACE ALL PARTS ON A SOFT SURFACE.

(SEE STEP #8)
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1. ATTACH FOUNTAIN HOSE TO SUBMERSIBLE PUMP.

2. FEED LIGHT POWER CORD UP THROUGH HOLE IN BACK
OF FOUNTAIN BODY AND WORKING UPWARDS TOWARD TOP OF
FOUNTAIN.

3. PLACE PUMP FLAT IN RESERVOIR

4. SLIDE BULB UNDER BULB COVER AND SECURE IN BULB
CLIP. PLACE THE UPPER LID ON TOP OF FOUNTAIN. (PLEASE
RETAIN THE OTHER SUBMERSIBLE HALOGEN BULBS FOR
FUTURE BULB REPLACEMENT.)

5. PLACE THE UPPER LID ON TOP OF FOUNTAIN.

6. SLIDE THE LOWER LID INTO THE SLOTS ON BACK OF
FOUNTAIN BODY AS SHOWN.

FOR FLOOR APPLICATIONS: SKIP TO STEP #9.

FOR WALL MOUNTED APPLICATIONS:

7. LOCATE DESIRED POSITION ON WALL.

8. PLACE HOOK OR NAIL (NOT INCLUDED, CHOOSE AN
ATTACHMENT MECHANISM APPROPRIATE FOR YOUR WALL) IN
WALL AND SECURE FOUNTAIN TO WALL BY PLACING HOOKS
OR NAILS IN BRACKETS.

9. ATTACH SPLASHGUARD ONTO THE EDGE OF THE
RESERVIOR AS SHOWN.

10. FILL RESERVOIR WITH ENOUGH WATER TO COMPLETELY
SUBMERSE PUMP. (DISTILLED WATER IS RECOMMENDED BY
US TO REDUCE MINERAL DEPOSITS AND BACTERIA BUILD UP.)
11. JOIN THE CONNECTOR TOGETHER AND PLUG THE POWER
CORD INTO SOCKET.

12. TURN ON AT SWITCH, YOUR FOUNTAIN IS READY TO USE.

TROUBLE SHOOTING:

1. IF YOUR FOUNTAIN DOES NOT WORK, CHECK PLUG AT
THE SOCKET. MAKE SURE THE PLUG IS FULLY AND
PROPERLY INSERTED INTO THE WALL OUTLET.

2. NEXT CHECK TO MAKE SURE THE OUTLET IS POWERED.
3. IF THE FOUNTAIN STILL DOES NOT WORK, PLEASECONTACT
YOUR DISTRIBUTOR OR PLACE OF PURCHASE.
